‘20 Streets in Portsmouth and the Great War’ event 
 

1n 2015 Fratton Big Local formed a partnership with the Portsea Parish to apply for 

Heritage Lottery Funding for a community based project to research the men listed on 

two memorials from WW1 in St Wilfrid’s Church, George Street. The larger one is unusual in 

that it lists 993 men who served in the war, most of whom survived their war service. In 

Portsmouth, the Navy accounted for the majority of men who served.
